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The purpose of this research is to develop a framework that evaluates the quality of outcome of the
interdisciplinary team approach for demented elderly living at home. We collected and reviewed 24
article from the database, 20 article from hand searches totaling 44 article from Japan and abroad. We
also interviewed 16 health and social welfare professionals about the validity of the framework.

From the summaries and integration of these articles, we developed a quality evaluation framework
based on the outcome of the interdisciplinary team approach for demented elderly living at home. The
framework consists of the following nine criterion: I. Living with cognition & memory disorder,
II. Monitoring cognition and memory disorder, Il. Problem-solving related to cognition and memory,
IV. Being active, V. Reduction of risk of another illness, VI. Autonomous decision making, VI. Being
able to communicate, Vll. Promoting abilities for activities and participation, IX. Being comfortable.
This quality evaluation framework also consists of the following aspects: living actively, medical
conditions, mind and body functions of whole daily life, communication and QOL.

This framework was found to be appropriate by the interviewed professionals. However, as the care
practitioners did suggest “Well care management” as an essential point of view, we added it as the
tenth criteria of the framework.

It is necessary to develop the actual content of care based on each criteria, each of the evaluation
indicators and the evaluation period, and specialty of each profession in the future.
